Immaculate Heart of Mary Parish 

Catechism Registration for 2025-2026 for All YEAR Levels has begun! 

Formal catechism in our St. Elizabeth of the Trinity Parish Grouping begins for 
all children who will be six years old before December 31st of this year. We use 
a “Parent Coaching Model” where parents/guardians and children come to cat-
echism and sit at a table together.  A Coaching Catechist leads the parents 
through each session so that the parent is, in fact, the Catechist for the child!  

 

Catechism sessions for 2025-26 will begin the week of September 8th. 

Catechism sessions are 75-90 minutes in length and take place once every two weeks. 
You will accompany your child to each session where you will journey alongside them, as together you grow 
in faith.  (We understand that families lead busy lives.  If you are unable to attend with your child, they may 
be accompanied by another adult, such as a grandparent, an aunt or uncle, or a close family friend.) 
 

Children will be separated into groupings: one grouping for Years 1, 2 and 3 and another grouping for Years 
4, 5 and 6. If you have more than one child registered in the same grouping, (for example a child in Year 1 
and another in Year 3) you can all attend the same session together!  
 

Children in Year 7 (Confirmation year) will be in their own grouping. 
 

There are two ways to register, and payment is required at time of registration.  Catechism fees are $30 per 
child or $50 per family.   
 

You can: Register online on our website  www.setmoncton.com/registration and make payment through e-
transfer to the email ihmc.set@gmail.com and indicate Catechism fees in the comment box. Or Come into 
the church and register. The office hours are 9:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m. - Monday to Thursday.

Eucharist as Touchstone   (Part 2) 

 

This absolute touchstone, this body and blood of Christ, is a place we must come to again and 

again to find our face, to find our name and our absolute identity in God. It takes years to sink 

in. It is too big a truth for any one moment, too grand and wonderful for our small hearts and 

minds. 

And so we keep eating this mystery that is simultaneously the 

joy of God and the suffering of God packed into one. (Some 

see the body-bread as the joy and blood-wine as suffering). All 

we can do is be present, because we cannot ever rationally  

understand this.  When the two presences meet, then we 

have what Catholics brilliantly call “The Real Presence.” 

 
When we start making the Eucharistic meal something to define membership instead of to 

proclaim grace and gift, we always get in trouble; That’s been the temptation of every  

denomination that has the Eucharist. Too often we use Eucharist to separate who’s in from 

who’s out, who’s worthy from who’s unworthy, and that worthiness is not even the issue. If 

worthiness is the issue, who can stand before God? Are those who receive actually saying 

they are “worthy”? I hope not. It is an ego statement to begin with. The issue is not  

worthiness; the issue is trust and surrender or, as Thérése of Lisieux said, “It all comes down 

to confidence and gratitude.” I think that explains the joyous character with which we so 

often celebrate the Eucharist. We are pulled into immense gratitude and joy for such constant 

and unearned grace. It doesn’t get any better than this! All we can do at Eucharist is kneel in  

gratitude and then stand in confidence. (Actually, St. Augustine said that the proper Christian 

posture for prayer was standing, because we no longer had to grovel before such a God or 

fear any God that is like Jesus.)
