Recently, in a conversation with someone I respect, a comment was made that brought 
unexpected meaning to me.  

“Well, you are a parishioner.” 
A simple statement that immediately gave me pause. The word “parishioner” was a 

simple enough noun, but what I heard in my heart was, “You Belong”. Belonging is a powerful 
feeling for me. It means you are Welcome. You are “one” with us in a deeply personal em-
brace in a community of friends of Jesus. It means, this is your home. 

In this home a few hundred souls abide with each other in the sacred heart of Jesus to-
gether. Even more uplifting is the deeply felt knowing that we are united in Jesus and His abid-
ing in each of us is our shared holy togetherness. We are one in Christ and Christ is one with 
us all. We belong. 

St. Theresa of Avila speaks of the 7th mansion. “This mansion in our souls,” she says, “is 
the home of God Himself.” We fear we are not worthy, yet a highly regarded mystic of the 15th 
century speaks of God’s delight with His creation. God takes delight in you and me. He takes 
delight at abiding in us and we in Him. This Oneness is our destination. Through it we taste the 
Kingdom of God in this life and become drawn to the Oneness with God we came from and 
are destined to return to. In the Eucharist, in unison, we share the mystical entanglement with 
the Divine.  

 In reflection after the Eucharist let us allow ourselves to let go and let God. Let us 
allow ourselves to consciously feel all the souls we gather with as One In God and God in us.
