Carlo Acutis 
The Saint who loved Spider-Man 

 
One of the Catholic Church’s newest declared saints is St. Carlo 
Acutis. He was born on May 3, 1991, and died from leukemia at 
the age of 15 on October 12, 2006. The Church declared him a 
saint (along with Pier Giorgio Frassati) on September 7, 2025. 
Carlo was born in London, England on May 3rd and baptized in 
Chelsea (West London) two weeks later on May 18th, 1991. That 
same month his parents moved to Milan, Italy, where Carlo was 
raised. He was the eldest child to parents Andrea Acutis and An-
tonia Salzano neither of whom were religious. They were both 
from wealthy Italian families. His mother, Antonia, grew up in a 
secular family and did not attend Mass until Carlo was baptized. 
She testified that her son’s faith and insistent questions brought 
her back to the faith.  
At three years old, Carlo’s maternal grandfather died but not 

before Carlo witnessed him receiving the Sacrament of the Sick. This impacted Carlo, and from then on he insist-
ed she take him to visit churches. His grandfather was said to have appeared to him asking for prayer. After his 
First Communion at age seven, Carlo participated at Mass regularly and developed a strong fondness for Eucha-
ristic adoration.  

Carlo was active in his parish and, for the most part, lived the life of a typical child and teenager. He cre-
ated a website documenting Eucharistic miracles and Marian apparitions. At age 12, Carlo became a catechist to 
his peers in his local parish. He showed an interest in the lives of the Saints including the life of St. Francis of Assi-
si.  

Carlo developed an inflammation in his throat around October 1st, 2006; it was parotitis. On October 8th 
he was diagnosed with acute promyelocytic leukemia. When the doctors treating him asked if he had any pain, 
he replied that, “there are many people who suffer much more than me.” His final words to his mother were, 
“Mom, don’t be afraid. Since Jesus became a man, death has become the passage towards life, and we don’t 
need to flee it. Let us prepare ourselves to experience something extraordinary in the eternal life.” On October 
12, 2006, he passed away.  

Here are just a few quotes that came from this teenager’s mouth.  
“To always be close to Jesus, that’s my life plan.” 
“All people are born as originals but many die as photocopies.”  
“Sadness is looking at ourselves, happiness is looking towards God.” 
“We don’t need superpowers to be saints, we just need to love.” 
“Everything fades, anyway. What will make us truly beautiful in the eyes of God is only the way in which we 

loved Him and how we loved our neighbors.”

Relics of St. Carlo Acutis 
You are invited to venerate a relic (locks of hair) of St. Carlo Acutis and to learn more about 
his life here at Immaculate Heart of Mary Church this coming Tuesday (May 5th) from 3-4 
p.m. followed by the celebration of the Eucharist at 4 p.m. Just canonized six months ago, 
Carlo is the patron saint of the Internet. He believed the internet could be a means to bring-
ing people to God and he used it as such. It’s not the relic which is of primary importance, 
otherwise faith risks becoming magic or superstition. Rather, relics serve to give us a glimpse 

into how God’s grace or favour worked through a particular Saint. Of course that same grace is at work in all 
of us who are also called to grow in holiness. Sometimes we need a little help growing in holiness from our 
brothers and sisters who are already in the Communion of Saints.
